VIGNETTE 

David is a newly graduated Media teacher. He wants to create an interesting and engaging Media program for his Year 10 students, who studied Media in Years 8 and 9. He decides to create a program on the topic of ‘Promoting a Local Band’. This will involve creating a promotional film for a local band. 

David begins to wonder how this task relates to the Media curriculum as outlined in the Arts Learning Area. He begins to think about this because what he teaches and what he assesses needs to comply with what the Curriculum Framework mandates. 

Grabbing his Curriculum Framework Curriculum Guide, David begins to consider the Arts’ FOUR learning Outcomes: (1) Arts Ideas (2) Arts Skills and Processes (3) Arts Responses and (4) Arts in Society, the Key Concepts outlined for each Outcome, and the specific Content to be taught for each Key Concept.  

Beginning with the Arts Ideas outcome, David chooses to teach his students the following Key Concepts: Generating Media Ideas, Interpretation, Explore and Investigate, and Planning Media Ideas.

1. Based upon David’s media topic of promoting a local band by creating a promotional video, do you think David has chosen the best Key Concepts to teach from the Arts Ideas outcome? Choose four Key Concepts from the Arts Ideas outcome that you think are most relevant to David’s task. Explain your choices.
